David fled there (2 Sm 17.22-29) during the revolt of
* Absalom. In the main it is a rugged, mountainous re-
gion with peaks rising well over 3,000 feet. It receives
abundant rainfall during the winter months and heavy
dew in the summer. In antiquity it was famous for its
forests, which provided a living for its people; its tim-
ber was valuable, and the medicinal balm gathered from
its trees became proverbial (Jer 8.22; 46.11). Its vine-
yards produced excellent grapes, and olives grew in the
sheltered valleys. Galaad, where not neglected, is still
a reasonably fertile region; although its great forests are
gone, the highest sections are covered with scrub oak
and evergreens, and the cleared areas afford good pas-
tureland. Its chief cities in the older period were
*Ramoth-Galaad, Phanuel (Penuel), and *Mahanaim;
those of the later period were Pella and *Gerasa in the
Decapolis.

GALANO, CLEMENTE, Theatine missionary,
theologian, and Orientalist; b. Sorrento; d. Leopolis,
May 14, 1666, He was professed at Holy Apostles
Monastery, Naples, Feb. 25, 1628, and in 1636 ap-
pointed to the Georgian missions to reunite the Ar-
menian Church with Rome. His negotiations with the
Armenian patriarch, Ciriac of Erivan, ended short of
success, cut off by the patriarch’s death. In addition
to his spiritual activities, Galano opened a college in
Constantinople, publishing there his Armenian gram-
mar and logic. He was forced to leave for Rome with
his followers in 1645 because of the violent opposition
of the newly elected Patriarch David. His group, made
up of disciples and dignitaries converted from the
Greek-Armenian Church, was warmly received by
Pope Urban VIIL Shortly afterward, Galano was ap-
pointed professor of the Armenians in the college De
Propaganda Fide, staffed by Theatines since 1641. In
1663 the Congregation for the Propagation of the Faith
sent Galano and Louis Pidou to Poland to work toward
reunion with the Church of Rome among the Polish-
Armenians. They opened an Armenian college in Leop-
olis. On the eve of success, death overtook Galano, but
Pidou completed the work and saw the end of the schism.

GALANTINI, HIPPOLYTUS, BL., founderof
the secular Institute of Christian Doctrine; b. Florence,
Oct. 12, 1565; d. there March 20, 1619 (feast, March
20). The son of a silk weaver, Filippo Galantini (Gal-.
anti), he supported himself by this trade and remained
a layman all his life. Although cured of a severe illness,
he lacked health to enter the cloister; he decided at the
age of 12 to devote himself to the service of God.
Archbishop Alessandro de’Medici, recognizing his spirit-
ual gifts, permitted him to use the church of S. Lucia
al Prato to instruct children. Four years later Galantini
established a confraternity for the religious education
of poor children. Opposition, based on want of money
and his own lack of secular education, delayed his plan
until 1602, His work an«;kti:: zeal came to the attention
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of Clement VIII, who ordered that an oratory dedicated
to St. Francis and St. Lucy should be built for his use.
There at the age of 37, Galantini founded the Institute
of ‘Christian Doctrine and composed the rule for his
associates. His own reputation for holiness and the
ascetic spirit of his followers won for members of the
institute the title “Vanchetoni” (unworldly ones). The
practice of nocturnal adoration may be traced back to
his use of this devotion to keep youth from dangerous
entertainment. The Franciscans consider him as one of
their tertiaries. He saw his work spread through north-
ern Italy before he died of a painful illness. He was
beatified by Leo XII in 1825.

GALATIA

A region in central Asia Minor. The name Talaria
(Galatia) is derived from that of the Taldra: (Gala-
tians), a variaat form of Ke\ro{ (Celts), the name of a
people speaking the Celtic language who came from
the East into central and western Europe probably
around the beginning of the lst millennium B.C.

In History. In the first half of the 3d century B.C. 2
group of this Gallic or Gaulish people invaded the
Balkans, Macedonia, Thrace, and Greece. After
they were repulsed from Greece, three of their tribes,
embracing about 20,000 souls, crossed over into Asia
Minor in 178 B.C. at the invitation of King Nicomedes
I of Bithynia, who sought their military service. For the -
next half century they overran most of Asia Minor
until they were subdued by King Attalus I of
*Pergamum (c. 232 B.C.). Thereafter they settled in
central Asia Minor, both to the east and to the west of
the great bend of the Halys River.

In this region, Galatia in the strict sense, the Gaulish
invaders formed merely the ruling class, to whom the
earlier inhabitants (Phrygians in the west and Cappa-
docians in the east) were subject. After Galatia had
been a vassal state of Pergamum and a half-indepen-
dent kingdom, it became a client state of Rome in 64
B.c. When King Amyntas of Galatia died in 25 B.C.,
the country was incorporated into the Roman Empire
and formed part of a newly established province, which
bore the same name. However, the Roman Province of
Galatia as then constituted was much larger than the
original region of Galatia; it included also the districts
of Lycaonia and Pisidia in the south and the southern
part of Phrygia in the southwest. When the Roman
Emperor *Diocletian reorganized the provinces of the
empire (c. 295), he divided the Province of Galatia into
two provinces, of which only the northern half (Galatia
in the strict sense) was now called Galatia. In the 11th
century the country was conquered by the *Seljuks,
and in the 14th century it fell to the possession of the
*QOttoman Turks.

In the Bible. Because the term Galatia was used by
ancient writers to designate either Galatia in the strict
sense or the Roman Province of Galatia or even
southern Gaul (fater France), the exact meaning of the
term as used in the Bible is often uncertain and, in
connection with the missionary activity of St. Paul, ’
still much disputed. The Galatians who are mentioned
in 2 Mc 8.20 are, no doubt, men from Galatia in the
strict sense, who often served as mercenary troops.




Cankin

Cankir: (formerly also known as
Kengmt or Kangin in Ottoman orthogra-
phy, and popularly as Cengiri or Cangin) is
a city in present-day north-central Turkey,
approximately 97 kilometres northeast of
Ankara. Situated in a valley at an altitude
of 730 m, it is an agricultural centre, as
well as the capital of Cankin province (i),
which is divided into 12 districts (ilgeler).
Its name derives from Gangra Castle, an
ancient fortress on Cankurr’s Karatekin
Hill, around which the city developed.

Soon after the Saljigs defeated the
Byzantines at Malazgird (463/1071), the
Danishmendid Qaratigin (Karatekin) cap-
tured Cankin (most likely in 468/1075).
The Byzantines reoccupied the town
briefly during the twelfth century, but it
was retaken by the Danishmendids, and
it later fell to the Saljiigs. Subsequently, it
chariged hands several times between the
Jandarids (Gandarogullart) of Kastamonu
and the Ottomans. Sultin Mehmed I
(r. 816—24/1413-21) finally incorpo-
rated Cankan into the Ottoman realm in
822/1419. Beginning in the early sixteenth
century, it served as the centre of the san-

sag of Cankn, in the-galet (province) of
Anadolu. When this province dissolved in
1826, the sancaq became part of the eyalet
of Bozok, and it was integrated later into
the epalet of Kastamonu.

Despite its location halfivay between
the important centres of Ankara and
Kastamonu, and on caravan routes from
central Anatolia to ports on the Black Sea
(to Inebolu and Sinop via Kastamonu and
to Samsun via Tosya), Canlan developed
slowly. From the early sixteenth century
to the late eighteenth century, the town’s
population rose from roughly 2,000 to
slightly over 10,000. By the end of the
nineteenth century, its inhabitants num-
bered 15,000 (including some 700 Greeks
and 400 Armenians), and the population
of the sancag was 150,000.

The local econorr& revolved mainly
around agriculture in the adjacent region
and handicrafts manufactured in the
town, especially felt and woollen products.
An annual livestock fair, which attracted
traders from Anatolia in the nineteenth
century, provided an essential source of
income for the municipality (belediye).
Pious foundations, which operated shops
and markets, also played a crucial role in

Although there are fourteen registers on the Ottoman province of
Cankirt (Kengir) in the Bagbakanlk (Prime Ministerial) Archives
(BA) of Istanbul, five in Tapu Kadastro Genel Midiirligi Kuyud-i
Kadime Archives of Ankara (TKGM) and two in Istanbul Belediye
(Municipality) Library, I made use only of those registers that had
information on the population and economy of the town. Two of
these registers were detailed (mafassal) ones. The one in Istanbul
[BA, TD (Tabrir Defier)y No. 100] is dated 927/1521 and the other
one in Ankara (TKGM TD No. 81) is dated 986/1578. Both of
these registers have detailed information on the quarters of Cankiri.
However, there is a third register that also has information on the
quarters. This third one, the so called mubasebe defieri (summarised
account register) is already published in facsimile.' Although this
third register stored in Bagbakanlik Archives of Istanbul (TD No.
438), is dated 937/1530 a study of it shows that it is 2 synopsis of the
mufassal register dated 1521. First, the bane (household) and micerred
(bachelor) entries were the same for almost all the quarters with
some minor exceptions. These exceptions were either due to some
minor changes that wete actually recorded by the register or they
wete due to scribal errors. The second case is more likely for there is
no doubt that the 1530 register is actually a summarised account of
the 1521 register.

In all three registers thete are faitly good records of tax-exempts.
In particular, religious personages, particularly imams and muezzins,
appear to be fully recorded. We can classify these tax-exempts under
three categories: '

" 1. Reéligious personages such as imam, muezzin, atib (preacher),
miiderris, sermahfil (chorus head), bafig, seyh, kayyum and kad: (judge).

2. Non-clerical officials such as kethuda, mubassil (tax collector),

miitevelli (administrator, trustee of an endowment), emzr, midilagm

(lieutenant). :

3. Disabled personages such as mecnun (crazy, mad) divane (insane), -

a'ma (blind), kdtiirim (paralysed) and 7alul (disabled).
