Abu al-Wazir, Umar b. Mutarrif b.
Muhammad al-‘Abdr (d. 188/804), was a
man of letters, a genealogist (nassaba), and
also the secretary to several of the early
‘Abbasid caliphs. Al-Sabi’ called him ‘Abt
al-Wazir b. Hant’, possibly because of the
name of one of his forefathers (p. 28).
The title ‘al-‘Abdr’ indicates that he was
a mawl@ of the Bant ‘Abd al-Qays tribe
(Abt al-Faraj, 3/46; Yaqat, 16/72). His
father, Mutarrif, was a scribe from Marw
(al-JahshiyarT, 227) and entered the service

of the ‘Abbasid al-Mahdyi, al-Mangtir’s heir-
apparent, when he was staying in Persia
(141-144/758-761) possibly in Khurasan.
Later, when al-Mahdi was residing in
Rayy, Mutamf was appointed to the diwdin
al-khardj*(the office for the assessment and
collection of land tax) by al-Mahdi. He
died around the time al-Mahdr left Rayy -

for Baghdad'(Yaqat, 16/ 72).

. al-Mahdr’s father died and
al~ Mahd1 advanced on Baghdad Abt al-
Wazir also set out for Irag. In Baghdad,
al-Mahdf appointed him to the dwwan al-
mashrig (the office for the assessment and
collection of taxes for the eastern lands)
(al-Jahshiyari, 227). During al-Mahdi’s
caliphate, Abti Ayyub Sulayman al-Makki
was in charge of the dwan al-kharaj under
Abti ‘Ubayd Allah Mu‘awiya b. Yasar (vizieg
from 158 to 163/775-780), but the caliph
removed Abti Ayyib and replaced him
with Abii al-Wazir in 161/778 (al-Tabari,
8/140; al-Jahshiyar, 125; see also Sourdel,
2/730). After Aba ‘Ubayd Allah had been
dismissed, during the vizierate of Ya‘qab b.
Dawiuid (163—166/780-782), Abti al-Wazir,
who was related to Ya‘qib by marriage,
was reinstated in his former position.
The vizier had close relations with Ishaq
b. al-Fadl al-Hashimi, and Aba al-Wazir,
despite their kinship, did not fail to inform
the caliph that Ishaq deemed his own fam-
ily more worthy to hold the caliphate than
the ‘Abbasids (al-Tabari, 8/140).
Al-Mahdr’s long-established relationship
with Abfi al-Wazir, besides the services
the latter had rendered, was the reason
why, when the caliph took vengeance on
his vizier, removing him from office and
sending him off to prison in 166/782, Aba
al-Wazir’s status was unaffected. However,
during the years between 166/782 and
170/786, especially during the caliph-
ate of al-Hadi (169-170/785-786), Abni
al-Wazir’s name does not appear as head
of the diwén al-khar@j (Sourdel, 2/730~731).
Yet, according to al-JahshiyarT, he was one
of al-Hadr’s special secretaries (p. 227).
