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in the second edition of the Encyclopédie de
UIslam. He made his linguistic contribu-
tions as a member of al-Majma‘ al-Thmi
al-Misri (The Egyptian Language Acad-
emy), although few, if any, of his neolo-
gisms seem to have entered into wide use
in Arabic. He also taught at the Egyptian
University (now Cairo University) and
briefly edited the magazine al-Muglataf
The Egyptian critic Luwis ‘Awad (d. 1990)
was among those who praised his knowl-

_ edge and mastery of Arabic.

‘Umar Farrikh (1906-1987) was a
Lebanese literary historian, poet, and uni-
versity instructor. He was born in Beirut
to a conservative Muslim family. After
completing his elementary and second-
ary education at various schools in Bei-
rut, he earned his bachelor of arts degree
from the American University in Beirut
in 1928. After graduation, Farrokh taught
at various schools in Naples and Bei-
rut. In the mid-1930s, he completed his

higher education at universities in France
and Germany, obtaining his Ph.D. from
Erlangen-Nuremberg in 1937, with a dis-
sertation titled “Islam as reflected in Ara-
bic poetry from the Hegira to the death of
Caliph “‘Umar Ibn al-Khattab.” Farrikh
taught Arabic and Islamic culture and
history at several® universities in the Arab
world, including institutions in Damascus,
Baghdad, and Beirut. Fluent in German,
French, and English, in addition to Ara-
bic, he was also conversant with Persian
and Turkish. An active member of several
Arabic language academies and research
institutions in Beirut, Cairo, Damascus,
Baghdad, and Bombay, he was also a
founder of professional associations and
organisations in Lebanon in particular
and in the Arab world in general, and
regularly attended international confer-
ences. Between 1938 and 1941 he served
as editor (along with others) of al-Amafi, a
literary and cultural journal. In honcur of
his remarkable contributions to research,
Farrikh was awarded prizes and orders
of merit from various institutions, govern-
ments, and states; the Lebanese govern-
ment named one of the main streets in
Beirut after him. '

It was Farrtikh’s view that Arabs and
Muslims have made significant contribu-
tions to world culture and history, espe-
cially in the fields of literature, science,
and philosophy. He believed that as a
cléar and reasonable: religion, Islam is
not in need of occasional modification or

~ accommodation, but rather that Muslims

are. He fervently advocated the notion
that Muslims should take basic steps to
simplify how their faith is represented to
younger generations and to develop inno-
vative approaches to introducing Islam
to the wider world, steps much needed
in order to adapt to the demands of the
modern era.

al-Farra’ (144-207/761-822)

Abl Zakariyya’ Yahya ibn Ziyad al-Farra’,
born in Kiafa, was mostly active in Baghdad
where, perhaps because of his alleged
Mu “tazili tendencies, he enioyed the favour of
the caliph al-Ma’min. As the most prominent
pupil of Ahmad ibn ‘Abd Alldh al-Kisa'1 and
al-Riyashi, he is reckoned among the leaders
of the so-called ‘Kafan’ school of grammar,
although he also studied with the famous
‘Basran’ Yunus ibn Habib. He does indeed
reveal some individuality in terminology and
to a lesser extent in methodology (which we
might know more about if a lost work, al-
Hudid, ever came to light), but this merely
confirms that the ‘canonical’ grammatical
system was still not established in his time,
rather than implying a rigid differentiation into
‘schools’. Author of several lexicographical
and morphological works, his most significant
production is a grammatical commentary on
the Koran, Ma*ani al-Qur’an (a source for al-
Tabari). Here al-Farra’ gives ample evidence
of a sophisticated grammatical intelligence
which would undoubtedly appear more syste-
matic if he had not been obliged to subordinate
his ideas to the sequence and contents of the
Koranic text.

Lebanese literary scholar, historian, poet and
educator. Born in Beirut, Farrikh received his
BSc from the American University of Beirut in
1928, and his PhD from Erlangen (Germany)
in 1937. He taught in Palestine, Syria and Iraq,
working for most of his life for the al-Maqasid
al-Khayriyya Society’s schools. He wrote
some sixty books and innumerable articles,
and translated works from English, French and
German. Farriikh is best known for his books
on Islamic and Arab philosophy and their
relation to their Greek and Western counter-
parts. He also wrote works on the history of
Arabic literature, on the classical and modern
history of the Arabs, and on Arab science. His
autobiography, entitled Ghubar al-sinin,
covers aspects of his life between 1916 and
1982. Farriikh’s contribution to Arab-Islamic
culture was recognized with the award of
several medals and orders from Pakistan,
Mauritania and Lebanon.

al-Faruqi (or al-*Umari), ‘Abd
al-Baqi (1790-1862)

Iraqi official, poet, historian and biographer.
Born in Mosul, he died in Baghdad. He held
various posts in Mosul and participated in two
campaigns to put down the rebellious Mam-
luks of Baghdad at the request of the Ottoman
authorities. Al-Fariiqi was fond of writing Safi
poetry and panegyrics to the Prophet and his
family. Described as the imam of the poets of
his time, his diwan, al-Tiryaq al-fariqi fi
munsha’at al-Faraqr (1863), was published in
various editions.
