Abli Rabi®s family was from the Djarid, but he
spent his youth in Adjl in the Wadi Righ region.
We know very little of his life, but he is said to have
built up his reputation through extensive travels. His
main teacher was Abii Muhammad ‘Abd Allah b.
Muhammad al-Lawati [¢.0.], originally from Cyrenaica,
who had come to Adjla mn 450/1058-9. Among the
important authorities from whom Abii Rabi¢ learnt
was another Wisyani, Aba Muhammad Maksan b.
Khayr. Abti Rabi‘ may also have studied with Aba
Zakariyya’ Yahya b. Abi Bakr al-Wardjlani [4..).
Upon al-Lawatl’s death in 528/1133-4, Abii Rabi
gathered numerous students around himself. His major
work is the K al-Sipar, a collection of biographical
notices organised geographically, centering on his own
southern Tunisian region but also including anecdotes
from a wider range. It was widely used by later Ibadi
historians, such as al-Dardjini. It has not been printed,
but copies exist in Djerba, Beni Isguen (Mzih, Algeria),
Cairo and Cracow.

Abti Rabi“s date of death is not known. It must
have been after 528/1134, but probably before
557/1161-2, the earliest date of a work written by
an anonymous student of his.

¥ WITR (a.), also watr, a term found in Aadith and
Jikfh in connection with performance of the saldt or
worship and concerned with the odd number of
rak‘as which are performed at night.

Witr does not occur in this sense in the Kur’an,
but frequently in fadith, which in this case also dis-
closes to us a part of the history of the institution in
three stages, itself probably a continuation of the his-
tory of the fixing of the daily salats, as the traditions
on wir presuppose the five daily salats. Some tradi-
tions even go so far as to call witr an additonal salat
of an obligatory nature (see also below). When Mu‘adh
b. Dijabal, upon his arrival in Syria, perceived that
the people of this country did not perform the witr,
he spoke to Mu‘awiya on this subject. When the lat-
ter asked him: Is then this selat obligatory? Mu‘adh
answered: Yes, the Apostle of God said: My Lord
has added a salat to those prescribed to me, namely
wilr, its time is between %sha’ [see MIKAT] and day-
break (Ahmad b. Hanbal, Musnad, v, 242). In accor-
dance with this tradition, it is reported that when witr
had been forgotten or neglected, it had to be per-
formed (Ahmad b. Hanbal, i, 206; Ibn Madja, Ikama,
bab 122). “‘Ubada b. al-Samit, on the other hand,
denied the obligatory character of witr on account of
a different tradition (Ahmad b. Hanbal, v, 315-16
319).

The second stage in the position of witr is expressed
in those traditions in which Muhammad admonishes

his people to perform witr, “for God is witr (viz. One), |

The third stage of hadith, which was to become
the point of view of all madhhabs with one exception,
the Hanaff school, is represented in those traditions
which call this salit a sunna. Many traditions of this
kind expressly deny its obligatory character and are
consequently of a polemical nature; they are frequently
ascribed to ‘Al (e.g. Ahmad b. Hanbal, i, 86, 98,
100, 115, 120, 145, 148, etc.). It may be that this
question, like other ceremonial points, belonged to the
polemical repertory of the early Shi‘fs.

The time of witr is mentioned in Aadith in con-
nection with different parts of the night. “Wi#r con-
sists of pairs of rakas; whosoever fears subk must add
a rak‘e in order to make the total number odd”
(Ahmad b, Hanbal, ii, 5, 9, 10, 75). In other tradi-
tions, three rak‘as are mentioned in order to avoid
the subh (fa-badir al-subh bi-rakatayn, e.g. Ahmad b.
Hanbal, ii, 71). The number of thirteen rak‘as occurs
also (al-Tirmidht, Winr, bab 4), and in general, witr is
supposed not to be allowed after salat al-subl (cf. Malik,
Muwatte’, Witr, trads. 24-8, and al-Tayalist, no. 2192:
“No witr for him who has not performed it before
subl”).

Witr is also frequently mentioned in connection with
the first part of the night (cf. below). Abd Hurayra
performed it before going to sleep, on Muhammad’s
order {al-Tirmidhi, Witr, bab 3). Muhammad himself is
said to have performed this salat in any part of the
night (e.g. al-Tirmidhi, Wit, bdb 4). The time between
%ha’ and daybreak appears as the largest space
accorded to witr in hadith (Ahmad b. Hanbal, v, 242).
It is prohibited to perform more than one witr-salat
in one night (Ahmad b. Hanbal, iv, 23 bis).

Tradition frequently mentions the 7rak's, prayers,
invocations and formulas by which witr used to be
followed (e.g. al-Nasa’t, Kwam al-layl, babs 51, 54;
Ahmad b. Hanbal, i, 199, 350

The chief regulations of witr as fixed by the dift
ferent madhhabs show insignificant divergencies only
(see al-Sha‘rani, 198 fI.), with the single exception that
the Hanaffs declare it to be obligatory. As an exam-
ple, one may cite the rules of the Shafi‘t school: the
number of rak‘as may vary between the odd numbers
from one to eleven; the mpa [g.0] is required; after
every two rak‘as and after the last a saldm or tashahhud
is performed. The best time is immediately after
tahadidjud [q.v.] for those who do not perform this
salat in the first third of the night. In the second half
of Ramadan [see TaRAWTH], witr is prolonged by kunut
[g.2.].
